Friendship is probably no sentiment in the human soul 



which has been more highly praised and more beneficially 
described by writer, poet, artist,  (and in our day, film makers )  of all 
ages, be they pagan or Christian, than that of friendship. There is in  
this world, among natural goods and blessings, which one esteems 
and values,  more than the possession of a real friend. 
 

A- St. Ambrose says, “It is the solace of this life to have one  
      to whom one can open ones heart and tell your secrets;  
      to win to yourself a faithful man or lady who will rejoice 
      with you  in sunshine, and weep with you in showers.” 

 
 
Scripture: 
We read in the Bible that “a faithful friend is a strong defense;  
and if that is found in him or her, such a one has found a treasure  
(Eccles. 6:14 ) 
 
 
TRUE FRIENDSHIP: 
So contrary to false friendship (explain this -- next service.) 
It is excellent and must be sought for. “It is excellent,” continues our  
St. Ambrose, “because it comes from God; because it leads to God; 
because its very bond is God; and because it shall last forever.” 
 
True friendship is mutual exchange of affection by which two persons 
give another assistance, counsel and consolation. 
 
Friendship says Aristotle is a very intense and sweet sentiment which 
contributes to making our life happy and virtuous.

Plato says, that “friendship is established only between souls. It is 
exactly in this that virtue before Heaven lies.” 
 
It requires that those who are friends do good to one another and that 
they give themselves up for one another’s sake: for friendship feeds on 
devotedness and self denial. But there is no devotedness, no self-denial  
except in virtue. And this is Godly! 
 



 
N.B.   Caution: 
 
1-False friendships serve only for selfishness to one party 
   which it is absolutely not. This will end in destruction 
 
2-Choice of a Friend (next service) 
 
In this service, let us go to the best friend of all -- Jesus.

  2- Genuine friendship 
  3- Genuine basis for friendship 
  4- Mutual love is Mutual Sacrifice 
 
 
 
After Friendship is established,  
then one goes on to the Love and Exclusivity of Marriage  
(next service) Love has begun!
